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When the animals pull a
wagon or carry a load or
plough without being
directed by a person.

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In any case, whether a
camel or donkey, it is
prohibited to use them to
with another animal
whether they are driven or
pulled.
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There is no prohibition if
the animal are not being
used for work (even if they
are tied together)
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
